About the Grant

The Wolf-Schick Maintenance Grant provides support for
the construction of needed buildings such as dormitories,
school buildings, libraries, including equipment for the
same.

The program will support an award up to $10,000,
Presbyterian Mission Agency seeks proposals from Warren
Wilson College first.

If no proposals are forthcoming, we will consider proposals
from any institution defined as a Presbyterian Church
(U.S.A.) related college, university, or secondary school by
the General Assembly. The deadline for this program is
quarterly, (1% Friday) March, June, and September on a
funds available basis.

When the program funding is fully committed for the year,
we will close our application portal for Wolf-Schick and re-
open by the second Monday in February.

If awarded, the grant activity must be completed within 24
months of award.

On a funds available basis, the Wolf-Schick Grant may also
be used to support technology purchases outside the scope
of Teaching the Bible Grant and the John C. Martin Award.
